KNOW YOUR VOTING RIGHTS

If your name is not on the list when you go to vote, you are allowed to vote with a “provi-
sional ballot.” The County Registrar will look into your registration status and will count
your vote if possible. You can call (800) 696-0136 after 30 days to find out if your ballot was
counted.

PROP 7 AND 10 ARE NOT THEANSWER VOTE NO!

Prop 7 claims to increase the percentage of renewable energy required in California. But ex-
perts warn that the initiative is filled with loopholes and problems that will actually delay
renewable power development and result in less, not more, renewable power. Consumer ad-
vocates warn that the measure will significantly increase consumer electric bills by billions
each year.

Prop 10 seeks to authorize $5 billion in bonds much of which would provide rebates to
buyers of natural gas vehicles. It is a $335 million per year raid on the state’s General Fund
when California already has a $15 billion budget deficit which will mean more cuts to our
schools, public health, and public safety. Prop 10's lavish rebates for natural gas-powered cars
and trucks would discourage superior technologies like hybrids and electric cars.

EHC looks forward to supporting real change that will bring renewable energy to our
communities.

WHAT IT DOES!

The initiative amends the Port’s Master Plan to allow for mixed use development at the
Tenth Avenue Marine Terminal. While not required, the proposed concept is to build a
double-deck structure to allow maritime cargo uses to remain while building entertainment,
hotels and potentially a sport stadium above.

WHY IS ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH COALITION OPPOSED TO PROP B?

* IGNORES THE NEIGHBORHOODS Prop B specifically deletes the requirement in
the Port Master Plan that the Port work with its neighbors in Barrio Logan.

e THREATENS MARITIME INDUSTRY The initiative allows for mixed use and claims
to have the goal of preserving maritime operations and jobs, but does not guarantee the
continuation of maritime uses.

e GIVES PUBLIC LAND TO A PRIVATE DEVELOPER The initiative requires pri-
vate development of the Tenth Avenue Marine Terminal and eliminates consideration of
public and community needs.

e SETS BACK POLLUTION REDUCTION EFFORTS EHC, labor, community
members and waterfront industries are working with the Port to make it clean and safe
for workers and neighbors.

Don’t be deceived — this ini-
tiative is not about good
planning, but about greed. It
would turn over publicly
owned waterfront land to
real estate developers.
